The board is also discussing and working
with NSE in developing a clarification letter to send
to the plumbing trade indicating that the Well
Construction Regulations require them to have pump
installers certification from NSE to do work. We also
discussed getting the municipalities to have a
requirement for well and pump logs included in their
final inspection. NSE seems receptive to these ideas
and hopefully we can see some movement forward
on these issues.

That all for now, and hope to see quite a few
on you in April.
